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As design technologists we will be investigating, designing and building bridges, to different specifications.
As artists we will introduce perspective drawing.
As musicians we will be composing and performing using the cornet and developing our appreciation of a wider range of music. (Mr Pritchard)
As scientists we will be exploring sound – sorry, it could get noisy!
In Computing we will be combining images, text and sound to create short video.
In RE we will be asking, “How and why do people mark the significant events of life?”
As athletes we will be developing our agility, co-ordination and teamwork, in the context of tennis and athletics.
In Drama we will be using “George’s Marvellous Medicine” to focus on devising and expressing ideas, and creative storytelling. (Mrs O’Neill)
In French we will be learning about colours, numbers and the days of the week. (Mrs O’Neill)
In PSHE we will be learning about changes in our bodies.
As writers we will continue writing biographies and revisit formal and informal letter writing, as well as letting our creative juices flow with some narrative writing.
As mathematicians we will be revising our multiplication facts in time for the National Multiplication Times Table Checks. We will also be exploring properties of shape (esp. quadrilaterals), position and direction and statistics, including reading and interpreting graphs.
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As historians we will be examining evidence to see how living in our local area has changed through time.

As geographers we will investigate our locality to see what the land is used for (using large-scale maps, satellite images and aerial photos) and the features of different settlements.
