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Reading
It is so important that children continue to develop their reading skills by reading to an adult each evening where possible. Children in Rudhall Class will be required to read at least 4 times a week as part of their weekly homework. Their reading record book must be filled in after each occasion and the book placed in the homework tray on a Monday for us to review. 
Reading time at home should be a mixture of child to adult and adult to child. It is also beneficial to regularly allow further discussion and possible questioning about the story /characters etc. Reading books and the records should be brought to school every day.

Topic Activities
Children will have a selection of activities to complete over the course of the half term. These will incorporate a variety of challenges that are linked to the topic. It is up to you to choose which activity to complete each week and it will need to be placed in the homework tray on a Wednesday to be marked. Homework books will be returned ready for the following week’s activity. Please feel free to record any comments regarding your child’s homework in their Homework book. MyMaths
Children will be set tasks on MyMaths (https://login.mymaths.co.uk/login) that coincide with their current Maths learning on a weekly basis. The number of tasks may vary between 1-3 activities a week depending on the topic. It is important that your child engages with these tasks in order to help consolidate and support the learning that is happening in class. 

Spellings
These will be set each week and practiced daily in school. There will be a copy of the spellings for the half term on the website and in their homework books.  The test will be on a Friday. The children have an Education Shed log in at the front of their reading journals (https://www.edshed.com/en-gb/login) to help them become proficient spellers. 

It is the policy of Gorsley Goffs Primary school to set homework on a regular basis.
