Hopefully this report will be encouraging in raising the profile of the Club and provide a more complete answer.

The 100 Club has been running for some years now, latterly by Annie Fisher who has now retired. Our appreciation and thanks go to Annie for all her hard work and dedication to the Club that has provided fund raising for so many projects that have benefitted the children.
Since its inception, the idea was to provide funding for extra items, additional to the school budget, identified by the teaching staff that they wished to provide for the benefit of a class or for a more general benefit for the whole school. Examples of this funding are, Walkie Talkie Radios, Class reading books, contribution towards the purchase of Ipads, and much more.
In September this year I took on responsibility for the Club and I hope to ensure, with your help, it’s future success.
Just to recap on how it works, the weekly contribution is just £1 and three prizes of £50, £25 and £10 are drawn monthly. The profit is distributed for the benefit of the children as above. (All managed online by standing order and faster payments directly from and to your bank account) Prize winners are published in Gorsley Goffs Newsletter.
Membership of the Club fluctuates as children join, pass through the school, and move on to their next step having benefitted where the Club has helped to provide resources. So each year we need to replace members who leave as their children move on.
Recently I have had to register the Club with Herefordshire Council, and in doing so provide a set of rules. This was an opportunity to make the prize fund more generous and attractive so that as the membership increases the prize fund also increases proportionally.
For the future I will endeavour to promote the 100 Club, increase the membership and ensure that it is successful in meeting it’s objectives of providing the extra teaching resources that are so important for your children.
Membership is open to almost everyone, parents, grandparents, friends, staff, Governors  and anyone over 16.
