Charlie Pritchard — on 10™ January 1917. Henry had enlisted
with Royal Monmouthshire Royal Engineers in January 1916.
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He married Violet Hughes on 24 April 1916 and was mobilised 9.5.1916. He was a
qualified plate layer and was sent to France. In October 1919 Henry had a cardiac debility
and received a pension. Henry left Goffs school in 1901 and worked in Insurance. He was
born in 1889.
